Sheila Tilmouth’s art is an interpretive response to the natural
world. She uses macro photography to research her subject matter
and frequently references the features of tiny creatures such as
the wing of a butterfly or leg of a beetle with the help of digital
microscopy. Her work is detailed and closely observed. The
mediums she uses are oil painting, wood engraving, linocut and
drawing.

Tilmouth brings together found objects in her paintings such as a
dragonfly, shell or feather carefully arranging them into a still life.
She works meticulously with thin layers of oil paint on a gesso
panel capturing the fall of light, texture or form of her subject
